The Rapid Response Fund is a staff-led

fund that impacts positive dynamic-shifting
opportunities during “movement moments.”
It is designed to make funds available quickly
when unexpected fights or opportunities
arise, especially in marginalized urban and
rural communities.

This fund supports local organizers who are
challenging injustice building power, creating
new community structures anchored in social
justice in the Hampden, Hampshire, Berkshire
and Franklin counties of Western Massachu-
setts. As a community advised fund, grant
making decisions are made by a committee of
local leaders, activists, and students.

PDF partnered with and resourced organizations working to return
land and justice in native communities in the US and Canada.
